3.      Assist in the application for professional scholarship assistance.

4.      Provide an advisor who will:

a.      Serve as a professional resource

b.     Provide observation/consultations at candidate’s practicum site

c. Provide tutorial assistance, which must include assessment preparation     

and portfolio review

 

Please note:  Recommendation for direct application assessment will be based on observations made by CDA instructor, site director and advisor.

 

  THE CANDIDATE AGREES AS APPLICABLE TO:

1. Attend required classroom instruction per requirements of CDA:

    Complete 120 classroom hours. Three absences are allowed throughout the 120-hour course period. It is the candidate’s responsibility to obtain all missed assignments and hours    of training (potentially at additional cost). If you must miss a class, please notify CDA 

        instructor/coordinator as soon as possible. Candidates will be required to make up work in

        the content area that is missed. 

   2. Attend ALL scheduled Tutorial Assistance/observation sessions. 

   3. Prepare a professional Resource File to include: 

a. An autobiography 

b. Six (6) statements of competency 

c. A resource collection of 17 specific items 

 4. Interface with the Council for Professional Recognition in all matters related to final assessment.

5.Complete 480 practicum hours. 

6. Obtain application form from the Council for Professional Recognition and submit the required fee for final assessment at the end of the course.

7. Distribute and collect Parent Opinion Questionnaires. 

8. Complete the Early Childhood Studies written examination. 

9..Participate in the required Oral interview conducted by the Council for Professional Recognition Representative. 

10.Arrange for a private space to used by the Council for Professional Recognition Representative to review written documents. 

      11.Fulfill the obligations set forth by the Council for Professional Recognition. 

      12. Provide accurate hours attended in practicum as agreed. 

      13. Complete assignments given by CDA instructor.

      14. Inform & communicate with child care Director (Dir. signature required for site visits).  

CANDIDATE AGREES TO THE FOLLOWING:

Candidate is required to pay MYCCCC the CDA preparatory course tuition fee of $1540, payable in full or in two (2) equal installments of $770 each, the first of which is due at or prior to the January 19, 2011 class.  The second installment of $770 will be due by May 1, 2011. If the candidate is awarded an EIP scholarship paid to MYCCCC and the award amount and payments paid by the candidate exceed $1,540, MYCCCC will refund the candidate for the overpaid amount within 30 days of receipt of EIP award. As indicated by signature below, the candidate is personally responsible for the entire $1,540 fee, regardless of whether the course is completed. Candidate assessment fees to the Council for Professional Recognition are separate from fees owed to MYCCCC. The candidate may apply again for EIP to cover the 100% eligible assessment fee.
