Class Time-Participants may miss no more than 3 classes during the entire course.

This schedule exceeds 120 hours to allow each participant approximately 3 absences or snow days.

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Class Fee 

The total tuition for the credential preparatory program (both semesters) is $1,540 made payable to MYCCCC. This includes 120 clock hours of instruction, required onsite observation, technical assistance and a student advisor. 

Students will be responsible for the final assessment fee payable to CDA Council. 
Payment of fees

All candidates are required to sign a contract committing to full payment of course fees. Candidates are encouraged to apply for scholarship from the state-funded Educational Incentive Program (EIP). (ex. The guidelines for eligibility for 2010 funds indicate that an income for a household of 4 can be nearly $64,000 and still qualify for 75% of the tuition cost and a household of 4 making nearly $43,000 can receive 100% assistance, with a sliding fee scale in between for 50% and 75%).  The EIP application must be submitted prior to the start of the course. If EIP is not completed or applicant is not eligible, MYCCCC requires that at least ½ of the tuition fee is required by the end of the second week of training. The remaining ½ will be required by May1st, regardless of whether the entire course is completed.
