She has been a workshop facilitator for SUNY for over 15 years and has presented workshops for early childhood organizations, such as; Mid-York Child Care Coordinating Council, NYSAEYC, FCCANYS, Connecticut CARES, North Carolina Child Care Resource Council, and many more.  Always expanding her knowledge, in 2010, she went back to the classroom in order to become a licensed financial education consultant and securities agent, so she would be able to share that knowledge to assist the families KEYS serves even further.  She is a highly sought after keynote speaker and workshop facilitator, motivating and inspiring her audience with her positive energy and inspirational messages of hope!
